@ @ MSC has two accounts, our operating
account and our charitable account.
~ The charitable account is made up of
the profits from the Thrift Shop and
Silent Auction. The sole purpose of the charitable
account is to fund scholarships and charitable
donations that benefit Moody and the local Valdosta
community. The operational account is made up of
membership dues. Dues pay for doorprizes and
decorations for the monthly events, Airman Leadership
School awards, hail and farewell gifts, the welcome
home troops group bags, and other operating
necessities from insurance to a post office box to
nametags. All of these worthwhile things cost money
and we currently have no operating income, other than
our membership dues.
